Still the number of smokers is rising in India. More than 25 crore people in India are
addicted to tobacco. And according to a WHO report around half of them will die of
tobacco related diseases. Unfortunately most people in India still need a strict warning
based on a test report before they decide to give up smoking. Patients too seek medical
help only after they show serious symptoms of an illness. Some-hospitals have set up
centres to identify risk factors among the young so that they can take preventive
measures like giving up smoking early in life.

Tobacco is the second biggest cause of death in the world. It is responsible for
the death of five crore people each year all over the world. Half of the people who are
addicted to tobacco will ultimately be killed by this addiction. Many people get rid of
this habit on their own and those who are willing to, but can’t, go to de addiction
centres. These centres use counselling, nicotine replacement therapy and prescriptive
drugs to deal with withdrawal problems.

Quitting cold turkey — stopping the use of tobacco at once — works well but only for

those who have control and determination to quit.
